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Do’s and Don’ts

1. Always be aware of the up-and-down movement of the needle and do not turn your attention
from the machine while it is running.

2. When leaving the sewing machine unattended, the main switch of the machine must be switched off
or the plug must be removed from the socket-outlet.

3. When servicing the sewing machine, or when removing covers or changing lamps, the machine
must be disconnected from the supply by removing the plug from the socket-outlet.

4. Do not place anything on the foot control, otherwise the machine will start inadvertently, or the
control or motor may burn out.

5. The maximum permissible power for the sewing lamp bulb is 15 watts.

6. When using your sewing machine for the first time, place a piece of waste fabric under the
presser foot and run the machine without thread for a few minutes. Wipe away any oil which
may have appeared.

Before connecting the power, make sure the voltage and frequency of your
electrical power conform to the machine.

Switch off the power, fit the nonreversible plug into the machine socket and
plug the machine into the power supply.

Switch on the power.

While in operation, always keep your eyes on the sewing area, and do not
touch any moving parts such as the thread take-up lever, handwheel
or needle.

Always turn off the power switch and unplug from the power supply:
- when leaving the machine unattended.
- when attaching or removing parts.
- when cleaning the machine.
Do not place anything on the foot control, otherwise the machine will
run intermittently.

Operating Instructions:

The symbol "O" of a switch indicates the "off" position of a switch.

For an appliance with a polarized plug (one blade wider than the other):
To reduce the risk of electrical shock, this plug is intended to fit in a
polarized outlet only one way.

If it does not fit fully in the outlet, reverse the plug. If it still does not fit,
contact a qualified electrician to install the proper outlet.

Do not modify the plug in any way.

The foot controller Model YC-482J or TJC-150 is used with this sewing
machine (USA market only).

In general, fine threads and needles are used for sewing thin fabrics, and thicker threads and needles are used for sewing heavy fabrics. Always test
thread and needle size on a small piece of fabric which will be used for actual sewing.

Use the same thread for needle and bobbin.

When sewing stretch, very fine fabrics and synthetics, use a BLUE TIPPED needle. The blue tipped needle effectively prevents skipped stitches.

When sewing very fine fabrics, sew over a piece of paper to prevent yarn distortion.
